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DEPARTMENT UPDATE

Finance

e Staff worked with the City Council to update the community grants application form and the application
process. The applications were mailed to previous grant recipients and posted on the City’s website and
Facebook page. A press release was also submitted to the Reporter.

e As part of the 2019-2020 budget adoption process Council approved the purchase and implementation of
a new budgeting software. This software will streamline the process and provide a more user friendly tool
for all departments to develop their biennial budgets.

e Replacement Reserves are being reconciled and assessed as part of a process to develop a policy that
accurately reflects, and accounts for, the anticipated costs of replacing assets once they have met their
useful life. This process includes determining a cost threshold an asset must meet for replacement
reserves to be accrued for a specific asset. In conjunction with this process, staff are reviewing the City’s
current procedure for tracking assets, related maintenance and use.

e As part of the 2019-2020 biennial budget preparation, the Finance Department implemented a new fore-
casting model. In anticipation of developing the 2021-2022 budget next year, staff are working with
Municast to update the model.

e The City’s 2018 Comprehensive Annual Financial Report has been uploaded to the Electronic Municipal
Market Access (EMMA) website as required by the Municipal Securities Rulemaking Board (MSRB). The
EMMA website is a repository of municipal bond documents, trade data and ongoing disclosures that
municipal bond issuers make throughout the life of a bond.

e Staff completed and submitted the annual Street Report to the Washington State Department of
Transportation.

e Finance staff completed network security video training. Staff also met to discuss Finance processes and
procedures, what checks and balances are in place and what might be changed/added to further protect
the City’s assets. The Finance Director is facilitating a meeting with other Finance Directors in the region
for a similar discussion.

Finance / IT/ GIS

Information Technology

e A meeting was facilitated with Public Works/Community Development staff to discuss updating TrakIT
permitting software.

e Staff met with a security vendor as part of the exploration of obtaining a network access control solution
ensure cybersecurity in compliance with State Auditor’s Office recommendations.

e The application to join the Multi-State Information Sharing and Analysis Center (MS-ISAC) was approved,
giving IT access to a number of cybersecurity alerts and resources.

e The wireless access points in City Hall were upgraded to facilitate improved encryption.

e Wireless access point installation began in the Beach House. Pending further direction from the Council,
access will not be extended to the public at this time.

e Staff completed contract negotiations for the upcoming Business Impact Analysis for the City, as
recommended by the State Auditor’s Office.

e Staff updated the Certificate of Occupancy that is printed in TrakIT to list the new building inspector.

e [T staff continue to review news reports of recent cyberattacks with a focus on local governments for
possible lessons learned.

Geographic Information Systems

e The GIS Manager digitized critical areas and buffers for streams and lakes within the City. GIS data was
provided to the Parks Department contractor working on the new Parks, Recreation, Arts and Open Space
Plan including new lakes and streams critical areas/buffers, steep slopes, and designated bike routes and
lanes within the city.

e A map of landscaping routes and landscape responsibility by subdivision was updated and provided to the
Public Works Maintenance Manager for planning purposes.

e Post-processed GPS collected data of planter beds, fixed assets, and trails/walkways within Maple Valley
Arboretum is now in the City’s geodatabase for future mapping and application needs. New features in
the Lake Wilderness Arboretum, including the Arboretum trails and pathways and fixed assets/points of
interest (i.e. sign locations, the totem pole, the free little library, benches, bollards, hydrants, the pond,
etc.), were also collected.

e Staff completed impervious surface analysis for 152 randomly selected parcels within the City which
included digitizing from aerial imagery all impervious surfaces including driveways, walkways, roofs of the
main structure and out buildings for each parcel and then calculating the combined area of impervious
surface for each sampled parcel.

e This is part of the work that is needed to establish new surface water rates and to establish an equivalent
service unit (ESU) for the City being done by the SWM Manager

e Landscaping Responsibilities by Subdivision layer were updated with additional information provided by
Community Development.

e Staff refreshed map services to reflect these changes in mapping application that contains this data.

e Staff provided HR/Risk Management with answers to the GIS related questions regarding the WCIA
Liability Exposure such as miles of roads, sidewalks, storm sewers, # of acres of the city, # of parks and
playgrounds, etc.

e Maple Valley Police Department was provided with a map of neighborhoods involved in the National
Night Out event.

S-10 2019 Storm Water Ponds Retrofit Project

This project scope includes retrofitting seven existing storm water retention ponds that will improve surface
water quality within the City. The preliminary scope of work includes the removal of accumulated sediment,
the re-installation of low permeable liners and treatment liners, the modification of existing inlets and outlets
needed to enhance wildlife habitat, as well as to improve the aesthetic appeal of these facilities. Staff applied
for and was awarded a Metropolitan King County Water Quality Improvement grant totaling $20,000.

Current Status:

e PLS completed survey of the seven stormwater ponds and design of the retrofits is being developed.

¢ Due to delays, construction is being postponed until late spring/early summer of 2020 to ensure dry
weather.

S-10 2020 Storm Water Ponds Retrofit Project

The City has been selected by King County to complete a full application for their 2020 WaterWorks Grant. The

City’s Letter of Intent (LOI) to King County indicated our plans to use funding from this grant to construct

stormwater retrofits on existing City-owned ponds to provide a water quality benefit.

Current Status:

e The City submitted the completed application to King County on June 11, 2019. King County should
provide information on grant awards in the fall of 2019.

e Should this grant be awarded, retrofits for the identified ponds will be packaged with the 2019 Retrofits
for construction in 2020.

S-15 2019 Stormwater Pond Fencing

This project scope includes evaluating which City-owned ponds currently are not fenced, determining whether
fencing is required or would be beneficial, and hiring a contractor to install fencing where needed. $200,000
has been allocated to fund fencing projects in 2019.

e On August 20, 2019 the City opened three bids for the Stormwater Pond Fencing Installation and Repair
project. The lowest bid was determined to be non-responsive due to leaving multiple bid items blank.
Commercial Fence Corporation was determined to be the lowest responsive, responsible bidder with a bid
of $167,353.19. Award of this contract is on the Council agenda for September 9, 2019.

$-12 Misc. Storm Drainage Improvements
The City has kicked off a drainage study of Cedar Downs and Cedar Downs village areas to identify flow control
retrofit opportunities on private property and in the right of way to reduce flooding issues.

e Qualifications for study and design consultants were received on August 29, 2019.

S-16 Witte Road Storm Drainage Improvements

This project scope includes a feasibility study and design of stormwater quality Best Management Practices
(BMP’s) to treat infiltration or discharge currently untreated stormwater runoff from Witte Road adjacent to
the Lake Wilderness Golf Course and the Golf Course itself, prior to the runoff discharging to the Jenkins Creek
Headwaters. The City was awarded a grant from the department of Ecology for $75,000 towards the study,
design, and permitting for this project.

Current Status:

e A professional archaeologist was hired for the required Department of Archaeology and Historic
Preservation site survey and inventory (as requested by a local tribe during consultation) and began
preparing their report. Their report is expected to be provided to Ecology for review by mid-September.

e The City held the first open house for this project on July 17, 2019. Input was provided by residents who
helped select the preferred alternative.

e PBS Engineering delivered the Design Report, which was reviewed by the City and then sent to Ecology for
their review. Ecology has returned comments on the report, which PBS and the City will address before
re-submitting.

o 30% Design documents are expected the first week of September.

e Prior to the deadline of October 15, 2019, the City will apply for a Department of Ecology Water Quality
grant for Construction.

Lakes Program

e Lake Wilderness swimming beach had two swim beach closures due to high bacteria counts from
June 27, 2019 through July 3 2019, and again July 18, 2019 to July 25, 2019.

e A snorkel survey was conducted on Lake Lucerne and Pipe Lake on July 18, 2019 and the non-native
invasive aquatic weed Eurasian milfoil was found in both lakes represented by the red dots on the map.
Yellow squares were the former transects established during Hydrilla
surveys, which where rechecked. No Hydrilla was found. The snorkel team 8
hand harvested most of the locations during the survey, however, they did i
need to return on August 7, 2019 to complete the removal of Eurasian B _
milfoil from Lake Lucerne.

e The Lake Wilderness Citizen Advisory Committee meeting scheduled on
August 20, 2019 was cancelled due to a lack of a quorum.

e The Department of Ecology Local Solid Waste Financial Assistance grant agreement was fully executed in
July 2019.

in the Maple Ridge Highlands and Maple Woods territories. Recology CleanScapes commenced collec-
tion of the two neighborhoods on Thursday, August 1, 2019.

e Recology CleanScapes hosted an educational booth at the Maple Valley Farmers Market on July 20, 2019
and handed out reusable “Recycling More” bags and kitchen composters with a sample pack of 10 com-
postable Bio Bags.

e Staff attended a quarterly meeting with Recology CleanScapes on August 16, 2019.

Community Development

The Planning Department is continuing to stay busy with building permit review and intake. Single family
resident permits continue to be issued for Fox Pointe (237th and SE 248th Place) and Overlook at Summit
Park, and are now coming in for the 130 lot Northpoint at Maple Centre development. Staff is working with
the developers of the Bonaventure Senior Living Center to facilitate a revision to the building and site plan;
they hope to begin construction soon. Marques at Maple Valley, including the new UW Medical Center and
Retail stores, was issued and construction is under way. Staff continues to work with CVS to get their project
going on the corner of Witte Road and SR 169. Staff received an application for development of the Hayes
Gravel Pit into two warehouse uses totaling approximately 250,000 square feet. The notice of application
was issued on February 22, 2019 and we continue negotiations regarding conditions on the project.
